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On May 14, 2009, the United States Census Bureau released its latest population
estimates for counties in New Mexico. The estimates show the population as of July 1,
2008. We examined changes from 2000 to 2008, as well as compared the growth from
1990 to 2000 to the estimated growth from 2000 to 2008.

A number of observations can be made.

Since 2000, 18 counties have seen their population shrink. Whereas in the prior
decade (between 1990 and 2000) only five counties lost population: Lea, Quay,
De Baca, Harding and Hidalgo.

The five counties that have experienced the largest percent decline in population
are all located in rural areas of the state.

The four counties with the highest growth rate from 2000 to 2008 contain New
Mexico’s four largest cities.

Sandoval County is now the fastest growing county in the state, growing by 36%
from 2000 to 2008. It grew by 42% from 1990 to 2000 (4" fastest).

Torrance County grew by 64% from 1990 to 2000, but since 2000 the county has
actually lost population, according to the Census Bureau estimates.

Lincoln County’s population increased by almost 59% between 1990 and 2000,
but has seen its growth slow substantially to 7% since 2000. Luna County and
Valencia County have also seen slower growth over the past eight years than
they achieved from 1990 to 2000 (38% down to 9%, and 46% down to 9%,
respectively).

New Mexico now has five counties with a population greater than 100,000. In
2000, there were four.
